General Outline of Anderson Animal Shelter’s
Volunteer Program

Anderson Animal Shelter’s Volunteer Program is composed of
persons age 13+ who love animals and who believe that all
companion animals deserve shelter, food, love, and respect. After completing a
Volunteer Program Application and attending a Volunteer Orientation and Mentor
Training Session, you will be officially considered a volunteer of Anderson Animal
Shelter. However, depending on the program in which you would like to volunteer, there
may be additional training that you must complete before you can begin serving at the
shelter.

The Volunteer Program IS:

O:OFor people who wish to complete a MINIMUM of 4 hours of service per month for six
months

O“OFor people who love animals and wish to improve their quality of life

O‘%For people looking to make a difference in their community

The Volunteer Program IS NOT:

020For students who need to fulfill community service hours as part of a church, youth,
